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	1. Teks: 
113.10.6-A Student Identifies major landforms and bodies of water including each of the continents and each of the oceans on maps and globes
Objective:

The student will identify and label the location of the oceans on a map. The student will have the name of a continent or an ocean and they will find their place on the floor (map) determining where each continent/ocean is located.
	2. Big Understanding

· Students will be able to distinguish between continents and oceans as well as their location
· Students will be able to understand differences in climate, species, and food that is able to grow in these locations

· Students will understand the importance of taking care of our oceans

	3. Assesment Evidence:
Now that we have learned about the oceans, can you identify how many oceans are on earth? Label their names on the map that I have displayed on the board. Now label the continents. Now that we have identified them on a map we will see if you can determine the location as if you were the continent or the ocean. You have each received the name of a continent or an ocean, arrange yourselves as a group how the continents and oceans are located by using the floor as your map. Finally, let’s organize them in the correct way on this poster that we will display in our classroom.


	4. Opening Hook:
Display a globe/map and recall what students learned about the continents. Now what color do you see around the continents? Do you know what we call it? Did you know each ocean had different names because even though they might look the same they are very different? 



	5. Instructional Strategies/Activities:
· Display globe/map and name the different oceans

· Identify which oceans surround each continent and inform ways they can remember names and location
· Have students label map on board

· Inform students that they will each receive a paper with the name of a continent or an ocean and that they will create a human map! They will arrange themselves on the floor (map) replicating the locations of the continents and oceans.

	6. Materials/resources:
1. Elmo

2. Maps/Globe
3. Markers

4. Papers with names of oceans and continents

5. Board

	7. Grouping Patterns:
The whole class will work together to create the map on the floor and they will continue with individual work. 

	8. Ending, Summary/Reflection:
What questions do you have about where the continents and the oceans are located? Which continent are we located in? Which oceans surround North America? We will reflect and practice for homework locating, coloring and labeling the continents and the ocean! Now that we know where the continents and located do you know if it is cold or hot or what animals live there or what food grows in these continents and oceans? Tomorrow we will continue to talk about many more fun facts. 


*Technology: So that my students can view the map on the board and label it I will be using the ELMO. This will facilitate the lesson and help the students see and understand better the locations of the oceans with more involvement of their part.
